A new peregrinewebste for the Midwest is now open at the University of
Minnesota <www.midwestperegrineumn.edu>. Thesite was developed by Richard
Peifer, Mark Decker, and Bruce Fall, al in theUniversity’s Genera Biology Program.
Peifer designed thewebste, Decker adapted the database to thewebdte and madeit
searchable, and Fall designed thedaabase at its start in 1992. In addition to general
information aboutthe peregrine program, the site presents the Midwest peregrine
database in a searchable format, making it useful for research as well asfor locating
specific recordsor groupsof records

BACKGROUND

All peregrines banded inthe U.S. Midwest (ND, MN, WI, MI, SD, NE, IA, IL,
IN, OH, KS, MO, KY) in 2004wear a bicolored project band, black over green, onthe
left leg. Wild-produced birdshave a purple anodized USFWS band ontherightleg;
hacked birdshave a gold anodized USFWS band on theright leg. In Canada (SE MB,
NW ON), hacked birdsreceive ared band and wild-produced birdsget a black band, in
additionto asilver USFWS band.

Many of the black/green and black/red bands(from earlier years) have the uppe
or lower character (or both) tipped to theleft onitsside these we show by usng a star
(*) to indicate thetipped-over letter or nunber, for example, *2/E or H/*4. Itisessentia
to indudethe star because all combinationsareinuse (H/4, *H/4, H/*4, *H/[*4 for
example). Itisasoimportantto putal bandsonrightsideup,to make them easier to
read in thefield. To avoid confuson, numerals take precedence over letters; tha is,
numerals 1 and O are used onthe project color bands letters | and O are notused.

We cannotchangenames of localities in the peregrine daabase when the names
of buildingsor companies change Theorigind names are entered in the database in too



many places. Incomplete correctionswould confuse searches for daa. The same goes
for individud birds—onae named and entered, the name sticks.

Despite a cold spring, especially aroundL ake Superior, Peregrine Falcon (Falco

peregrinus) egg-laying began in March in the southern Midwest and progressively later
to thenorth. Known territorial parsrose from163to 171 Produdionof young
increased from 352to 376 Aboutthe same percentage of territorial pars nested this year
aslast (89%), with aboutthe same success (87% of nesting pairs) in fledging at least one
young. Hereis a nesting summary for eightyears by state and province (sequence here

Ontario, with awet and cold season, had anet loss of two territorial parsthis
year. Keepingtrack of Ontario’s cliff-nesting populationin wild county is much more
difficult than in the urbanized U.S. Midwest, where the dozen cliff parsare avidly
watched, novdties compared with the many parson buildings smokestacks, and bridges.
Illinois ganed four pars, lowaand Minnesota ganed two. No other state or province
added or log more than onepar. We point out again tha yearly changes depend in part
on arbitrary decisionsaboutwha congitutes a countable par. Produdion of youngper
territorial par was 2.0in 2002,2.2 in 2003,and 2.2 agan this year, lower in thenorthern
pats of our region, highe in the southern Midwest.

Effect of Fledge Site on Survival to Breeding

In the Midwest, the probability of an individud peregrine surviving from fledging
to breeding is affected by thekind of site fromwhich it fledged. Smokestacks have been
observed to fledge2.85 youngpe nest (Table 2), followed by buildings(2.44), cliffs
(2.38), and bridges (2.14). Table 3 showstha young fledged from smokestacks are



significantly more likely to survive to become breeders, compared with youngfrom other
kindsof sites. Smokestack birdsare the only category in which the observed breeding
survivors outnumber their randomexpectation. More smokestack-fledged younglived to
become new breedersin 2002through2004than building-fledged young(37vs. 32),
despite the fact that more than twice as many yourg fledged from buildingsin the six
year sample source, 1998through2003 Althoughamog as many youngfledgeper nest
from buildings pog-fledging survival at smokestacks, paticularly in thecruaal first
month, appears to be better than for buildings Smokestack nestsin the Midwest are
usudly close to water and within afenced, protected area with plenty of nearby perches,
few and incongicuouswindows, lightand slow groundtraffic, and a crew of people who
know aboutthefalconsand are protective of them. Buildingsites, in contrast, are usudly
located near heavy vehicular traffic and nearby bulldingswith many windows, sometimes
even entire walls of glass. Groundel birdsfrom buildingsin cities are usudly rescued,
but often suffer damagein collisonswith buldings, windows, or vehicles. Probably
pog-fledging surviva at cliff sitesisalso good,but difficult to verify. Thenunber of
survivors fromcliff nests as shown in Table 3 isfar lower than the actuad nunmber because
of thedifficulty of reading leg bandsof adults at cliff Sites. Y oungfledging from nests
onlongbridges, such as many alongthe East Coast may drown on early flights, buton
the shorter bridges in the Midwest, mos bridgeyoung seem to survive ther earliest
flights.

--Dr. Bill Cornatzer, Bismarck, North Dakota, reports a convindng record of
peregrine nesting on the State Capitol building in Bismarck in 1947and 1948 before the
extirpaion of theorigind popuktionby DDT in the 1950s Published recordsof nesting
on buildingsin North America by theorigind population are al for cities on the East
Coast, Montreal, New Y ork, Philaddphia, and Washington. In 1976 Dr. Cornatzer, a
falcone, talked with Russell Stuart, then the Commissione of the North Dakota Game
and Fish Depatment. Stuart, who knew Duck Hawks from Prairie Falcons said tha a
par nested onthetop ledgeof the North Dakota capitol in the summers of 1947and
1948. He bdieved that they were successful in fledging youngthefirst of thetwo
summers but notthe second. The capitol, built in 1934,is 20 storiestall, 241 feet, 8
inchesin height, and was thetallest buildingin North Dakota at thetime. Built in the
Dug Bowl yearsin thenorthern Great Plains thistal building’s attraction to nesting
peregrinesis evidence of ther adagptability. Perhgpsoneday we will see peregrines there
agan.

No onecurrently with the North Dakota Game and Fish Department was able to
verify thisrecord nor hasit been published in any accountof North Dakota birds It
therefore remainshearsay.

--In Ohio, the nunber of territorial parsremained at 16, but produdion of young
set anew state record, 54 youngfledged, all banded, compared with 31 fledged fromthe
same set of territoriesin 2003 Theincrease came from inareased broodsize, 3.4 young
per broodin 2004versus 1.9 in 2003 and aso thenumber of pars fledgingyoung,15in
2004versus12in 2003



--John Castrale points out theloss of many of the old female breeders between
2003and 2004. By my count of theninefemales 10 years old or older onterritory in
2003,0nly two were present in 2004;the other seven known or presumed dead. By
contrast, of 16 territorial males 10 years old or older in 2003 12 were still alive and
holding territoriesin 2004.

Thelod femaes are anotable lot, induding Meg 12R, 17 years old, 43 young(St.
Paul MN); Sibdla20V, 15 years old, 39 young(Milwaukee WI); Mae 31V, 14 yearsold,
34 young(Bayport MN); Madame 52V, 14 years old, 21 young(plus 7 augmented,
Winnipeg MB); 13 R, 12 yearsold, 24 young(Des Moines |A); Magnolia22R, 12 years
old, 13young(Chicago IL); and Courtney 25W, 11 years old, 12 young(East Chicago
IN). Sevenfemales, 186young!

--Two males deserve mention: Nineteen-year-old Hubat 987-20710was found
dead in Chicago this year, after a career amog entirely attributed erroneoudy to Jingles
576-87051(see par 86,bdow). Neither worereadable color bandsso theconfusonis
undestandable. Hubeat's statusat desth, 19 yearsold and still nesting, is matched by few
other wild peregrines. Kato 31T (pair 2), still dive at age 15, holdsthe known record for
mog youngsired by any wild male peregring 41young,25 males, 16 females.

SUMMARY OF PEREGRINE NESTING IN 2004

In the Midwestern United States, southeastern Manitobg and the Lake Supeior
basin of Ontario in 2004 171 pars were known to be onterritories, 153 pars (89%) laid
eggs 133 pars (86% of thenesting pars) were successful in fledging 376young,2.8
youngper successful par, 2.5 per nesting pair, 2.2 per territorial par. Of thel171
territorial pars, 69 (40%) were onbuildings 35 (20%) were on smokestacks, 14 (8%) on
bridges, and 53 (31%) oncliffs. Comparing thisyear with 2003 thetotal number of
known pars continued to grow (163to 171), aboutthe same percentage nested (89%),
and the same percentage of nesting pars were successful (87% each year). Eight more
pars fledged youngthis year than last (133vs. 125), resulting in more youngfledged
(376vs. 352.

In additionto the 376 youngknown to have fledged in thewild in the Midwest
thisyear, seven youngwere hacked in our area, al in Missouri.

1. SP-Community First Bank, Fargo, Cass County, North Dakota. Wick Corwin
reports tha three-year-old female Friedab/g 24/A, here for thethird year, pared agan
with seven-year-old male Dakota Ace b/r *H/D, here for thefifth year. Four eggswere
laid buttwo were blown out of the nest tray by freak windsduring incubaion. The
remaining two eggshatched and theyoung both males, fledged. Frieda24/A wasat NSP
High Bridgein St. Paul, Minnesota, on February 24, 2004 where he color band was read
by Bob Andason via color camera

2. SP-ColonnadeBuilding, Hwy. 100and 1-394,Minnespolis, Hennepin County,
Minnesota. Janine Rothenbager and Mischdle Johnon report that 15-year-old male
Kato 31T, nesting here for thirteen years, pared again with seven-year-old female
Mendo& *4/C, here for the sixth year. Four eggswere laid in an open gravel tray, all
hached, and two females and two males fledged.



3. SP-MultifoodsTower, Minnegpolis, Hennegpin County, Minnesota. Both
adults here this year are unbanded, as was thefemale in 2003,suggesting that sheis here
for thesecondyear. Foureggswere laid, four male younghached and fledged around
July 8.

4. SP-City Hall, Minneapolis, Hennepin County, Minnesota. An adult female
peregrinewearing only asilver band on her left leg (1807348.), origin unknown, was
first reported at thissitein 200Q Present every year since, sheacquired anew mate this
year, Gold b/g 90H, fledged in 2001at NSP High Bridge St. Paul, Minnesota. Thepair,
watched closely by Barbara Hendrickson, nested in a cubbyhole on the century old City
Hall and fledged two female young Two unhached eggsremained in the nest.

5. SP-Midwest Plaza, Minnegpolis, Henngpin County, Minnesota. A pair of
unidentified adult peregrines, female banded, male' s status not determined, laid seven
eggsherein 2003;nonehached. Thisyear, femae b/r *E/X and an unbanded male,
probably the same par asin 2003 laid five eggs hatched and fledged all five young
three females and two males, oneof which died about a month after fledging. Female
*E/X fledged in 1998in Des Moines, lowa, killed and replaced female V/U at the
MultifoodsTower in 2000,nested there through2002, was goneand presumed dead in
2003butwas likely at nearby Midwest Plaza then. She haslaid clutches of five eggsin
every nesting attempt. Kirk Hargrove Midwest Plaza building manager, reported the
current nest on June23, when theyoungwere about 16 days old. Thenest isonthewest
side of the22™ floor, unde awater cooler tower. Thissiteis 38floors lower and 100
yardswest of the nest onthe MultifoodsTower. Theactud nest sites are screened by an
intervening building, butflying adults and youngat both sites mug be obviousto ther
neghboss. These parsare only abouthdf asfar apart as the Multifoodspar andthe par
at Minnegpolis City Hall, abuilding only aboutseven storiestall. All three sitesfit
within acircle abouta quater of amile in diameter.

6. SP-Riversde Plaza/ 1-94 Mississippi River Bridge Minneapolis, Hennepin
County, Minnesota. Ten-year-old female Phodbe, after nesting six years ontheriver
bridge acquired a new mate, four-year-old male Rocket L/M and moved a mileto abox
at Riverside Plaza, where shefirst nested back in 1997. Thenew par fledged four female
youngunde theclose watch of A. C. Bergmann. Phoebeis an escapee fromfaconry in
Kansasin 1994. Her previousmate, male Windrider *B/*4, suffered afractured
carpometacarpusin July, 2003and was euthanized at The Raptor Center, University of
Minnesota. Two of the2004youngwere groundel after fledging, broughtto The Raptor
Center, checked out OK, and released the next day at thenest Site. Rocket L/M was
territorial and pared last year butdid nat nest at the Space Tower, State Fairgrounds St.
Paul, Minnesota, and was identified by Matt Solensky at Hastings Minnesotain 2002.
Rocket L/M fledged in 2000from the smokestack at NSP Riverside Minnegpolis,
Minnesota

7. SP-Lock and Dam 1/ Ford Parkway Bridge Minnespolis, Hennepin County,
Minnesota. Thisbridgeisstill unde major recongruction begunin summer 2002 Four-
year-old male Scotty b/g P/T and four-year-old female Ameliab/g 0/+G, both herefor the
third season, moved to a nest boxingalled in 2003by Mike DeRusha Jm Ryan, Nate
John®on, and others of theLock and Dam1 staff ona man-altered cliff at thewest end of
Lodk and Dam 1, about250yardsdowndream from the bridge Fouryoungwere
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fledged, two males and two females. The public Lock and Dam observation platform
offers unmetched viewing of the peregrinenest onthe nearby cliff, aswell as pog-
fledging activity.

8. SP-Norwest Finandal Center (currently called Wells Fargo), Xerxes and 1-494,
Bloomington, Henngoin County, Minnesota. For the eighth year, a par appeared in late
March and nested in theold tray. Thefemale thisyear, new to thesite, isoneyear-old
Loree 49, fledgeal last year at NSP Monticello, Monticello, Minnesota. Shepared with
five-year-old male Nero V/D, here for probably the fourth year. Three eggswere laid
and three youngfledged, two females and amale, creditable produdionfor ayoung
female sfirst nesting. Loree 49/E was injured, probably in awindowstrike, in late July
aboutamile west of thenest Site, was treated at The Raptor Center, and released Augug
5, 2004 at the nest Site.

9. SP-Mendoia Bridge Fort Sndling State Park, Dakota County, Minnesota.
Six-year-old male Cielo *B/*7, here for thethird year, and seven-year-old female P.W.
*5/V, here for probably the sixth year, fledged two young,banded at 14 days of age,
probably onemale and onefemale, from the same nest site used in previousyears. This
nest was a month late, haching aroundJune 16, and likely was are-nesting after afailure
elsewhere onthebridge On September 23, Cielo *B/*7 waskilled in acollisonwith a
plane on nearby St. Paul-Minnegpolis Internationd Airport. On Octobe 3, anewn male,
oneyear-old Matrix b/g 74/P, fledged in 2003at Colonnale, Minnegpolis, Minnesota,
and aready in full adult plumage, was at the bridge, attentive to female P.W. *5/V (band
read on Octobe 11), exploring nooksand crannies unde thebridge and carrying food
tha heappaently ddivered to thefemale. Mark Cleveland, MN DNR, hdped keep
track of this site.

10. SP-North Central Life Tower, St. Paul, Ramsey County, Minnesota. A new
female, two-year-old Jill b/g 50/B, fledged in 2002at Castle Rock, Wisconsn, pared
with ten-year-old four-toed male Sota 8/*E, here for the seventh year. Three eggswere
lad, onehached and onemale youngfledged.

11. SP-NSP Black Dog Plant, Eagan, Dakota County, Minnesota. Bob Andason
and Chudk Huske (NSP) report tha four eggswere laid by eight-year-old female Nora
G/V, heefor at least thefourth year, pared with four-year-old male Mille 1/#6, here for
thefourth year. All four eggshached butoneyoung died at aboutsix days of age The
other three, al males, fledged.

12. SP-NSP High Bridge St. Paul, Ramsey County, Minnesota. Bob Ande'son,
Raptor Resource Project, reports that oneyear-old female Delene41/E fledged last year
at Dairyland Coopeative, Genoa Wisconsn, pared with six-year-old male Smoke
*3/*1, nesting here for thefourth year. They produced three eggs onehached, and a
single malefledged. Delene41/E was founddead near the nest site on September 20,
2004,as aresult of acute blunttrauma.

13. SP-NSP King Plant, Bayport, Washington County, Minnesota. Bob
Andasonreportstha female Mae 31V, fifteen years old, usudly resident year-around,
and nesting here for thepast 14 years, disappeared from thesite in Octobe 2003. On
February 13, 2004 DougHarr and Pat Schlarbaum foundMae trapped in abuildingin
DesMoines, lowa. Shewas quickly released. A few days later, anew female was
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present in Bayport, Belindab/g W/E, fledged at NSP Monticello, Minnesota, in 1999 On
February 18, two adult falconswere seen, via camera, sparingin thenest box. Several
days later, Mae' s bodywas foundon the cat-walk bdow the nest. Belindalaid five eggs
hatched three; oneof these chicks died in afew hours. A week later, onemore egg
hached. Thetwo olde chicks were males and they fledged a week before thar sister.

14. SP-NSP Prairie ISand, GoodhueCounty, Minnesota. Ken Mudler, Dan Orr
and Brad Giese of NSP and Bob Andesonreport tha 11-year-old female 7/1, nesting
here since 1997,and an unidentified male fledged three young,two males and one
female.

15. SP-NSP Sherco Plant, Becker, Sherburne Courty, Minnesota. Dan Orr, NSP
biologist, and Bob Andeson report that three yourg were fledged here this year, two
males and afemale. Theadult female, five-year-old SeminoeW/A, third year at this Site,
was pared with an unidentified adult male.

16. SP-NSP Montcello Plant, Monticello, Wright County, Minnesota. Dan Orr
(NSP) and Bob Andeason repart tha female Camilla E/B, here for theninth year, and an
unidentified adult male produced four eggs al hached, and four youngfledged, two of
each sex.

17. SP-Hull Rug Mine Hibbing, St. Louis County, Minnesota. Norman and
Delores Ebert report tha a male was spotted in early April and afemale abouta week
later, both appaently unbanded. They nested in the origind cliff site first used in 1994
Three youngfledgal in late July and were still seen over thepit in mid-Augug. The
youngwere notbanded.

18. SP-Minnesota Power and Light Boswell Energy Center, Cohasset, Itasca
County, Minnesota. A par of unidentified adults, femae unbanded and male banded b/r,
producd four eggsand fledged four young,all females, according to Bob Andason.

19. SP-Cargill Elevator, Red Wing, GoodhueCounty, Minnesota. Bob Andason
reports tha six-year-old female *M /D, herefor at least thefourth year, pared with amale
banded b/r. Four eggswere laid and four youngfledged, three males and onefemale.

20. SP-Cargill Elevator, Lake City, Wabasha County, Minnesota. Bob Ande'son
reports tha peregrines nested here for thethird year. Four-year-old male Gretch K/U,
back for thethird year, pared with three-year-old female Lolo 29/A, here for the second
year. Foureggswere laid andfouryoungfledgal, three males and afemale.

21. SP-State Prison/ University Bridge St. Cloud Stearns County, Minnesota.
Marco Restani reported a par nesting in abox onthewater tower at the state prison.
Prison staff say tha thisis thethird year of nesting at thissite. On Junel16, Tordoff saw
an adult par, both with b/g bands and a single chick about15 days old. The chick was
notbanded. On July 9, Bud Tordoff and Norman Ford foundtha theyounghad fledged
butwas still perched onthewater tower.

22. SP-Faith Bluff, JohnLatsch State Park, Winora County, Minnesota. Ray
Faber kept track of this par agan thisyear. They laid four eggsin thenest box, hached
only ong amae banded onJune8. Theadult male was notidentified. Theadult female
isbanded, black/green, buttheband was notread. JohnArent climbed here.
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23. SP-QueensBluff, Great River Bluffs State Park, WinonaCounty, Minnesota.
An unidentified par of peregrines nesting in the cave used in 2002and 2003fledged at
least three youngtha were too old for safe banding on June8, 2004. Ray Faber
confirmed the nest location onthecliff face.

24 SP-Blatnik Bridge Duluth, St. Louis County, Minnesota/ Supeior, Douglas
County, Wisconsn. Dave Evansreports that an unbanded male and seven-year-old
femae Triciab/r *3/M (upsdedown), fledged in 1997 at MPL Boswell Energy Center,
Cohasset, Minnesota, fledged at least oneyoung from a nest onthe Minnesota end of the
bridge Theyoungwere nat banded because of traffic safety consderations

25. SP-Greysolon Plaza (earlier known as Duluth Hotel), Duluth, St. Louis
County, Minnesota. A nest box placed here by Rob Macintyre and Bob Andasonin
1992was first used in 2003and was used agan thisyear. Two unbanded adults fledged
three young,al females. Two of theyoungwere treated at TRC for injuries and released
in Duluth.

Each year, Minnesota North Shore peregrines are banded with the essential
and much appreciated help of expert climbers from the Wolf Ridge Environmental
Learning Center, Finland, Minnesota.

Mike Steffes
reported onthis par for thefourth season. Asin previousyears, thefemale was
unbanded. Themaleis Matt b/g L/A, fledged in 2001 at CorundumPoint, Minnesota,
and here for the secondyear, according to Steffes. Theeggswerein anew spotlow on
thecliff. Foureggswerelaid, three hatched, two males and onefemale fledged.

27. SP-NorthShore Mining, Silver Bay, Lake County, Minnesota. Scott Gischia
and Warren Lind report tha a par of unbanded adults nested here for the sixth year. The
nest was in anew location, moved about200 meters from the cod unloader used in 2003
to a beam unde an endosed conveyor, reachable only with equipment not available at
bandingtime. Two youngfledged, amale and afemale.

28. SP-Pdisade Head cliff, Tettegoude State Park, Lake County, Minnesota.
Peter Harris and a boaing groupfrom Wolf RidgeEnvironmental Learning Center found
this nest at the extreme south end of thecliff, asitealso used in 1997. The adult female
was agan unbanded; her ten-year-old mate was red 7/R, nesting here for at least four and
probably five years.

Female black *C/2, afour-
year-old from Thunde Cape, Sleeping Giant Provindal Park, Ontario, pared with amale
banded b/g and fledged three young two females and onemale. Thenest, onthelake
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sideof anidand jug offshore, was discovered by Dave Evansand Brad Johnsn on June
24. Thethree young,about15 days old when banded on July 7, fledged in early Augug.

31. SP-Hat Point cliff, northeast of Grand Portage, Cook County, Minnesota. We
visited this site on June 25, saw two adult peregrines, but were not able to determineif
nesting occurred or was successful. Dave Evansreturned on Augug 7 andin two hou's
heard at least oneyoungperegrine

32. LE-Milwaukee Railroad Bridge/ Highway 61 Bridge Hastings Dakota
County, Minnesota. Wendd| Snider reported that anew par of peregrines appeared here
in September 2002 at the end of a season of irregular peregrine presence. Thefemale,
identified in 2002,2003,and agan this season, is Penny 27/A, fledged at NSP Sherco,
Becker, Minnesota, in 2001 Her matein 2003and 2004was Loki U/A, hacked at St.
Olaf College, Northfield, Minnesota, in 2001 Tordoff foundthe par’s nest site this year
unde the cap of the north tower of therailroad lift bridge (where it might have aso been,
undiscovered, in 2003) jus downgream from theHighway 61 bridge Although
behavior of theadults at thesite indicated successful hatch, visits by observers at weekly
intervals or lessfailed to locate any fledged young We were not able to get pemission
fromtherailroad people to climb to the nest site.

33. LE-Champion Internaiond pgpe mill, Sartell, Stearns County, Minnesota.
For the secondyear, Herb Dingmann and Norman Ford saw a par of peregrines here
repeatedly from March throughJdune Tordoff and Ford were taken to thenest box onthe
mill stack on June 15 by plant supevisor Rick Fern. Thenest hdd three eggsand the
adults were defendve, butthe eggsdid nat hatch. Thebox had inadequée pea gravel,
perhapsinhibiting effective incubaion. We added pea gravel onourvisit, but appaently
too late.

34. LE-CorundumPoint cliff, Split Rock State Park, Lake County, Minnesota.
Asin former years, the adults here are cautious soaring high abovewhen disturbed, too
high to see leg bands much less read them. We were unable to find thenest this year,
despite having an observer in aboa. Nesting isassumed from thebehavior of theadults,
but we have noinformation on outcome.

35. LE-Finn Church cliff, two miles northeast of Tofte, Cook County, Minnesota.
On May 20, Dave Evansfoundanest here with one peregrine egg and alargewhite egg.
On June24,Evans Matt Solensky, Brad John®n, and Bud Tordoff saw three peregrine
eggsin thenest, low onthecliff. A week later, Jm Carlson foundthe nest washed out
after aseries of heavy raingorms. The adults were notidentified.

36. LE-Kennaly Creek cliff, Lake County, Minnesota. Dave Evansfoundthe
nest with foureggshereonMay 8. On April 27, Dave had identified thefemale as two-
year-old Susan b/g 9/*2, fledged in 2002at Corundum Point, Split Rodk State Park,
Minnesota. Then onApril 30, Dave identified themale, three-year-old Chris b/g P/V,
fledged in 20014t Castle Cliff, Castle Dange, Minnesota. On June24, the nest was
empty, havingfailed. Sueand Gary Prebil hdped keep track of this pair.

37. NB-NSP Riverside Plant, Minnegpolis, Henngoin County, Minnesota. Bob
Andason and JohnTradewell, NSP, report tha a new par nested here thisyear. The
maleisfour-year-old Malik 5/*9, here for thesecondyear. Inearly spring, hewas pared
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with an immature female 30/, fledged last year at NSP King, Bayport, Minnesota.
Female 30/E was then replaced by an unbanded adult female, who mated with Malik
5/9, butnever laid an egg. Andeasonthinksshemay be sterile.

38. NB-3M Water Tower, Arcadeand East 7" Street, St. Paul, Ramsey County,
Minnesota. New Site. Russ Edmondssaw two peregrines here several times early in the
season. Tordoff checked the site weekly from May throughJuly and on several visits
saw only female Athenab/g 01/D, fledged in 2003at Firstar Bank, Cedar Rapids, lowa
A male was seen here by Edmondsagan in mid-July and heread its band on July 24.
Themaleisoneyear-old Younge b/g 04N, fledged last year at Maiden Rock cliff,
Wisconsn, the second male from Maiden Rock to settle in the Twin Cities (thefirst was
at MultifoodsTower, Minnegpolis, in 2003) Male Younge b/g 04N was identified at
thewater tower agan on September 25, then in full adult plumage Edmondsarranged
for anest box placed onthewater tower on Octoba 16in prepaationfor the 2005
season. Peregrines have been seen at this site for several years with no evidence of
attempted nesting.

39. NB-Mayo Clinic, Rochester, Olmsted County, Minnesota. Ted Bartel reports
that apar of peregrines were in residence here for mog of theseason. Thefemale, age
notdetermined, isnotbanded. Themaleis banded but his band was notread. Both birds
visited the nest box butthere was no evidence of nesting.

Pat
Schlarbaum reports that two unidentified peregrines were present, made a scrapein a nest
box on a smokestack, but produced no eggs

Mary Hennen
reports that two adults, both with b/g bands were present and defensve aroundan old
tower in theLawndde neéghbohoodof Chicago, directly west of the University of
Illinois Chicago campus Thefemale was three-year-old Nitz 2/*Y , fledged in 2001at
Froedtert Malt, Milwaukee, Wisconsn.

100. SP-One Summit Squae, Fort Wayne, Allen County, Indiana Ten-year-old
female Freedom U/*8, ninth year nesting at this Site, pared agan with nineyear-old
male Roosevelt R/*4, his eighth year here.

Both females died in accidents within a day of fledging, one
male died before fledging, and the other male was groundel twice after fledging but
survived.

Dave Scott and
DonnaDaniel, Ohio Division of Wildlife, report that theresident male Bandit (unbanded,
butidentity presumed by plumage and behavior), seen infrequently since last summer,
failed to show upto claim theterritory this spring.

Theyoungbird istill in care as of
September 23 and no decision has been made on her future.

ONTARIO

Brian Ratcliff, Thunder Bay Field Naturalists, and Ted Armstrong and Steve
Scholten, Ontario Ministry of Natural Resources, sent the following summary of
peregrine nesting in the Lake Superior basin of Ontario. Brian Ratcliff organized a
team of climbers again this year. Brood size of successful pairs averaged smaller this
year (2.27) than in 2003 (2.45), most likely because of the unusually cold wet nesting
season. Brian’s crew banded 31 young falcons (46 in 2003) at 12 (16 in 2003) cliff
sites, most reached by hiking and climbing and some by helicopter. The climbers this
year were coordinated by Frank Pianka and other members of the Alpine Club of
Canada.

Brian Ratcliff reports banding two chicks, amale and afemale, on June20. Theadult
male has a black band. Theadult femaleis not banded.

162. SP-Montreal River North of Railway Bridge A single bird was seen here
onaJune23 hdicopter flight On Augug 1, apar of adults and onefledged youngwere
observed by Carol Dersch and Jod Coope. There were unconfirmed repotts of
peregrines nesting here in 1997 and 1998and of single birds seen here in 2000and 2003.

163. LE-NipigonRiver Mouth, Nipigon,Ontario. Both adults and three chicks
were seen onthenest ledgeon ahdicopter flighton June13. On June26, only asingle
dead chick remained, with itsright wing pulled off, possibly by aBald Eagle. Thenest is
covered by dense white cedar and it appeared to Brian Ratcliff tha the predaor tried to
pull the chick throughthe cedar branches butwas not successful.

BLOOD SAMPLES

We continued collecting bloodin 2004from all wild youngbanded intheU.S,,
and fromwhaever wild breeders were handled. Thegod is providetheresearch base for
measuring inbreeding, outbreeding, genetic variation, changes in occupancy of territories,
dispersal of adults and young success of the different gendtic stocks introduced,
development of gendic structure in the new Midwestern popuktion, and other topics yet
to bethoughtof.

The peregrineblood samples collected over theyears uniqudy represent the
history of the Midwest popuktion. Only a handful of eggs study skinsand skeletons
acquired randonly, have been preserved, in contrast to the nearly full coverage of blood
samples saved. Sophisticated as current techniques of bloodandysis may seem today,
they will beconsdered primitivein afew years. Theblood specimensarein the
permanent tissue collectionsat the Bell Museum of Natural History, University of
Minnesota, where they are available for study now and in thefuture.
